BE HEARD: Play music that ties into your theme and don’t forget to cheer, sing or use noisemakers.
BE CAREFUL: Don’t pass other boats or follow too closely. Be sure your decorations don’t block your view.
BE JUDGED: Display your Parade ID (issued during lineup) clearly on your starboard side. Judges will be 
stationed along the shoreline scoring entrants as they pass.
